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This study aims to analyze the teaching techniques of speaking skills based on the
theory of multiple intelligences among third-year Tsanawiyah students at Ma'had
Manbaus Sholihin.

This research employs a descriptive qualitative method, with data collected through
observation, interviews, and documentation, which are then analyzed in depth to
identify patterns and trends in the application of multiple intelligences in speaking
skills instruction.

The findings indicate that various teaching techniques are implemented, including
group discussions, muhadharah, role-playing, songs, and other strategies tailored to
different types of intelligence. Students with linguistic and interpersonal
intelligence benefit more from interaction-based methods such as discussions and
debates, whereas students with visual and musical intelligence find it easier to
memorize vocabulary and grammatical rules through images and rhythmic songs.
However, several challenges hinder the implementation of these methods, such as
teachers’ limited understanding of multiple intelligence theory, time constraints due
to the pesantren’s busy schedule, and the lack of modern learning media due to
internal policies.

Based on these findings, the study recommends diversifying teaching methods to
align with students’ various intelligence types, enhancing teacher training in the
application of multiple intelligence theory, and providing a more supportive
learning environment for the development of Arabic speaking skills.
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
